Strumming Technique: 

The Verse sections utilize a basic eighth note strumming pattern, however there are some 
embellishments performed over the Am chord changes. 

The Chorus section switches to ¾ time, here’s a breakdown of my approach:

The Bridge sections begin using simple whole note strums, then fall back into 8th notes on the Gmaj, 
Am, and D7 changes. A calypso of “pop strumming pattern” also fits nicely.
