ABOUT

*Burke’s Hall is a residential district of Brazenthrone, located
between the Common Quarter and the Opaline Grotto. A
chasm, which was discovered when the hall was being
excavated, runs down the center of the chamber.
*Burkwald Coalsmoke wasn’t a person you'd ever expect
anything to be named in honor of. He was a murderer, a
drunk and a criminal who spent 113 of his 248 years in the
Pits of Justice.
